RE FREE SCHOOL MEALS

The Government has announced changes to the entitlement criteria for Free School Meals
(FSM) from September 2026. From then, there will be two different types of FSM, ‘targeted’
and ‘expanded'.

TARGETED FREE SCHOOL MEALS
Families who receive any of the following are eligible for ‘targeted' Free School Meals:-

Universal Credit with annual household earnings of £7,400 or less

Support under Pat VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999

e Arein receipt of income-related Employment and Support Allowance

Receive the guarantee element of Pension Credit

EXPANDED FREE SCHOOL MEALS

Families in receipt of Universal Credit, with annual household earnings exceeding £7,400 will
be entitled to 'expanded’ Free School Meals.

FURTHER INFORMATION AND HOW TO APPLY

You may have applied for Free School Meals previously and not met the criteria; however, we
recommend that you apply again if you think your child may now be eligible.

To apply under 'targeted’ or 'expanded’ Free School Meals please visit:-

Applications for ‘expanded’ Free School Meals from September 2026 cannot be processed
before 15™ June 2026. A Free School Meal cannot be provided under ‘expanded’ criteria
before 1" September 2026.

If your child already gets Free School Meals and is moving to any Staffordshire School in
September (from a first, primary, Middle or High School) you don't need to re-apply. Your
clam will be automatically reassessed and moved to the new school if your child is still entitled
to Free School Meals.
