 Understanding the World: Past and Present 

 

RE: This term we will be learning about Creation. We 

will explore who created our wonderful world, 

how we can care for our world. We will also 

think about what God is like and why is God’s 

name precious to Christians. We will finally look 

at why we celebrate Harvest. 

  

 

 

 

 

 Expressive Art and Design: 

Art: During our art work we will be exploring mark making.  We 

explore different mark making materials e.g. wax crayons, felt 

tips. chalk and pencils and progress to drawing our faces.  

 

Music:  During music we will be exploring Beat and Tempo – our 

topic is called Me! and we will be learning lots of different songs by using 
our bodies to make sounds. 

 

 PE: (Tuesday) 

In PE this half term we will be focussing on games – we will be 

looking at working with others, we will be looking at how to 

position ourselves in the hall and we will be encouraging the 

children to play the games with their heads up, looking where 

they are going and looking for space so they do not crash into 

people.
